• Formatting – MLA 8. This means 12-point Times New Roman font, 1” margins, even 

double spacing throughout. MLA page numbers, MLA in-text citations, and an MLA 
style bibliography. If you have any questions about MLA formatting utilize the Purdue 
OWL’s MLA formatting guide, then email me for help.
